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Licensure Denial Form

In accordance with state law, the Board of Registered Nursing (BRN) may deny licensure for crimes substantially related to the practice of nursing.  This includes convictions involving sex crimes, DUI’s, and crimes of violence.  It is the responsibility of the applicant to present sufficient evidence of rehabilitation to the BRN prior to licensure application.
