	Health Occupations Programs Update
	VN students have requested that Pharmacology be offered in all three semesters. Curriculum change process regarding this is being worked on by faculty.  
The Acute Care CNA class had to be cancelled for Spring 2008 due to lack of faculty.

The acute care facility representatives were asked whether they are still utilizing CNA’s and if they felt it a viable program. Good Samaritan is implementing a program using Critical Care Technicians. Only San Francisco Community College currently offers this program. 

Most facilities train the CNA for acute care work. 

The VN program had over 150 applications for Spring 2008. 34 students accepted.

The PT program will enroll a new group in Fall 2008. Currently 15 students have applied.

The Spring 2008 CNA program had 45 applications with 30 accepted. 

A Summer 2008 program will be held with 30 Mission College students and 15 Andrew Hill students. 

Mission College is attempting to increase enrollment. The Health Occupations Department is adding a Medical Terminology and Gerontology class to the Summer schedule in addition to the CNA, CPR, Disaster Preparedness, and Standard First Aid Classes offered.
