Please be sure to list all medications you are presently taking and any allergies to foods or medications. Please bring in your immunization record, TB skin test results, chest x-ray reports and/or INH medication completion cards.

Payment for services must be made at the time of your first appointment by check or cash. Please bring the exact amount if you are paying by cash. Credit card payments are possible, but you must first come to Student Health Services to obtain a slip to take to the Cashier’s Office. Occasionally, a few students are referred to Quest Diagnostics for laboratory services (for special venipuncture conditions); they will be charged an additional $6.00 blood drawing fee.
