Mission College Advisory Committee Meeting Minutes
This meeting was scheduled from 5:00 PM – 6:40 PM on May 27, 2009 in Room E- 501 (Main Building) of the Mission College Campus.

Committee commentary highlights: 

Jeff Nelson: Opening Comments/Department and Curriculum Highlights/Committee Function

Larry Stone: Advised that the State government may impose a split assessment roll which would allow for more potential income to the state and this may require training and education for new assessor personnel and appraisers.

Larry Souza: Pointed out that Mission College courses could be a starting point for students that may want to pursue higher education in Real Estate. This could be high impact for the area demographic. Suggested alliance with CCIM and other RE Groups as well as ARGUS training, Referred to investment course- asked what test books are used (Geltner Book) and if our courses articulated with CSU courses. 

Ronnie Phillips: Stated two texts are used in the investment course (Etter from Texas A & M). He also suggested that an Investment II course be developed.

Jeff Nelson: Explained the current curriculum development and approval process.

David Bellvelle: Mentioned the upcoming requirements for mortgage brokers and the need for course curriculum in this field.

Larry Souza: suggested shorter courses in real estate may also be developed and offered and he pointed out that Mission has a competitive advantage to draw students due to the location.

Mark Chamberlin: also suggested short courses and online hybrid courses to draw more enrolled adult and professional students.

Frank Diaz: raised point about the need for DRE approval of short courses.

Jeff Elliott: brought up the concern that Distance Learning courses must adhere to high educational standards.

Larry Souza: suggested that while the DL courses are a solution for the working student, they require more time for the instructor and that the dialogue and synchronous interaction of the live classroom has a unique benefit for the student and the instructor. He also suggested that we offer an ethics course in the RE course offerings.

Jeff Nelson: stated that offering RE DL courses provides for a very efficient use of college resources and also provides a leveraged way to improve the department’s FTEF.
