Workshop Objectives:

Each workshop attendee will complete the following tasks:

Instructional

1. Write 2 Student Learning Outcome Statements for each course in his/her program

2. Write an Assessment Plan for each course and for the program

3. Review all the prerequisites and corequisites on all courses to assess their adherence to Title 5 guidelines and to consider changing advisories to prerequisites where appropriate
Noninstructional

1. Write 2 Student Outcomes Statements for his/her Student Service Program or Instructional Support Program 
2. Write an Assessment Plan for the Program Outcomes – download form from the Senate website, complete and send to S.Kashima (Go to the Academic Senate website (missioncollege.org – Quicklinks – Faculty and Staff – Academic Senate – documents) and open the Assessment Plan Form and Sample.)
Process to Complete Objectives for Instructional Programs:

Objective 1: Write 2 Student Learning Outcome Statements for each course in his/her program

Step 1: Log onto Curricunet. Username is first initial and last name (ex jsmith). Password is “changeme” unless you have already changed it. 
Step 2:Go to “Search” area at bottom left and click on “Course”. 
Step 3:On new window, select  your program from the drop down menu listed as “program”. 
Step 4: Click “go”. You will see a list of ALL the courses in your program. 
Step 5: Select  one course to begin with by clicking on the pencil icon. 
Step 6: Open a second window. 
Step 7: In the first window, open your existing course objectives by clicking on the “course objectives” link on the right of the page. 
Step 8: On the new window, open your Student Learning Outcomes page by click on those words in the right column. 
Step 9: Now you can modify the language in your objectives to read “students will” and include active, measurable verbs from Bloom’s Taxonomy. Remember to include only 2 outcomes. The assessment section is one or two sentences about how you will assess students.
Objective 2: Write an Assessment Plan for each course and for the program

Step 1: Go to the Academic Senate website (missioncollege.org – Quicklinks – Faculty and Staff – Academic Senate – documents) and open the Assessment Plan Form and Sample. Review.
Step 2: Using your program and course level SLO statements, complete an assessment plan for each program and course. These assessment plans will be collected at the beginning and end of each semester and will be posted online.

Step 3: Complete the assessment plans electronically and submit them to Stephanie_kashima@wvm.edu, and then share them with your program colleagues for completion by the end of the semester.

Objective 3: Review all the prerequisites and corequisites on all courses to assess their adherence to Title 5 guidelines

Step 1: Review the prerequisites and corequisites for each course; also consider the possibility of changing some existing advisories to prerequisites to improve student sucess
Step 2: Download the “prereq/coreq levels of scrutiny” doc on the senate website (also attached here). Find the type of coreq/prereq on the reference sheet and identify the level of scrutiny required

Step 3: If the level of scrutiny has been achieved, sign the verification form for that course. If the level of scrutiny has not been achieved, take the information back to your program to discuss and either complete the level of scrutiny or initiate the curriculum process to change the prereq/coreq. Sign verification form and return to S. Kashima.

	1.Students completing the program in history will demonstrate knowledge of past cultures and civilizations.
	
	1.a. 80% of graduates will complete the program with a minimum GPA of 2.7 in the major.
	1.a. Only 45% of graduates in the class of 1999 had GPA above 2.7
	1.a. Discussed at the open faculty meeting how the GPA of our graduates can be raised. Interviewed individual students.
	1.a. Our new student orientation now has a session on how to improve study skills.

	
	
	1.b. 80% of graduates will achieve a score of 80 or better on a standardized exam.
	1.b. 85% of graduates this year achieved a score of 80 or better.
	1.b. The program coordinator commended our faculty at the Faculty Senate. Also, these data were included in our annual program brochure.
	1.b. This was a useful piece of data in our efforts to publicize the success of our program.

	2. Students complete the program in history will be able to complete a well-written research paper using both primary and secondary sources.
	
	2.a. 75% of students will earn a grade of B or better in HIST 105, the program’s core research seminar.
	2.a. Only 60% of students earned a grade of B or better in HIST 105.
	2.a. All full-time instructional faculty reviewed the syllabus of the course and determined that the amount of material exceeds the time available in the course.
	2.a. Based on the recommendation made by the instructional faculty the amount of material tested in the final exam has been adjusted to correspond to the actual material covered in the course.

	
	
	2.b. Every graduate will submit one copy of the research paper written for HIST 105, the program core research semonar, to the department’s Assessment Committee. 75% of the papers will receive a rating of “B” or above from two readers chosen by the committee from the senior faculty other than the student’s instructor
	2.b. Only 45% of the papers from the HIST 105 received a rating of “B”
	2.b. After discussing these results at the faculty meeting, it was decided that the assessment rubric used in rating these papers needs to be clarified, because in its current format it is open to too many interpretations
	2.b. As a result of this year’s assessment activities the rubric used in rating research papers in HIST 105 has been modified.
